Describe present and historic physical appearance.

Essentially Georgian with Victorian alterations, the Hetfield
House is a two-story, wood-frame structure five bays wide, with a
one-story wing, 2 bays wide. Both sections have pitched roofs.
The main entrance is in the center bay. However, there is a
second door in the end wall of the east wing, and a third o"n the
rear, in the west wall of the center section. The front entrance
has a six-panelled door with a four-light transom, typical of the
Georgian style. It is sheltered by a gabled entrance porch that
appears to be a later addition. The door of the east wing, of
simple board and batten construction, is protected by a small
open porch with a shed roof supported by three columns. A small
gable-roofed dormer punctuates the roof in the rear.

The house has four different types of window sash, with 6/6 wood
sash predominant. There are-2/2 sash in the left oriel and the
rear of the right end, and there are 1/1 sash in the right oriel.
Smaller openings on the rear have 4/4 sash.

The structure consists of post and girt framing. The walls are
filled in with brick and mortar, covered on the exterior by wood
siding and on the interior by plaster. The floors are framed
with wood girders and beams with wide-plank pine floor boards of
varied width.

The house was built in stages and altered over the years. Facing
the front of the house, the oldest portion, dating from 1760, is
the one-and-one-half story wing on the left. The center two bays
were built next, probably to a one-story level. Later the two-
story section on the right was added, circa 1830. At the same
time, a second floor was added to the middle section and the roof
raised to create a continuous ridge. These changes are evidenced
in the siding, the floor framing and the roof structure. The
left and center sections have narrow weatherboard. The right
section has wider boards.
